Live Coaching Line: 
“Warm line” - parents/caregivers/professionals/family & friends can contact Family Help Line coaches for 
individualized support, information and referral; parenting education and techniques; and assistance with stress 
reduction and advocacy.  
 
Follow-up: 
Family Help Line coaches will gladly follow-up calls with additional information should the caller request it. In 
addition, all callers are invited to call the Family Help Line whenever they feel the need for supportive listening or 
assistance. Calls left on our voicemail are returned as soon as a parenting coach is available. 
 
Spanish Speaking Line: 
Spanish speaking callers can choose this option to receive assistance from a Spanish speaking coach. The Family 
Help Line Spanish speaking coach is available to receive calls and respond to messages on Tuesday through 
Thursday evening from 6 to 10pm and weekends from 10am to 6pm.  
 
Parent Information Line (24 hours): 
This is a menu of recorded messages about helpful resources and phone numbers in all 39 counties of Washington 
State. 
 
Stress Reduction Line (24 hours): 
This is a menu of recorded stress reduction and parenting tips, and is available 24 hours a day. The Stress 
Reduction Line can assist callers who are feeling frustration or stress when the Live Support Line is not available. 
 
Searchable Database (24 hours): 
Online database of classes; support groups; events; and resources organized by city.  
 
Website (24 hours): 
Downloadable selection of parenting/caregiving tips and ideas. Also links to helpful sites and information.
